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Abstract. The article is an overview of the approaches to the body from a historical perspective. The author
starts with the statement that until the 20th-century Western philosophical tradition was based on the mind-body
dualism and prioritized the soul or spirit over the body or matter, unlike the Eastern tradition that does not contain
the strict mind-body division. In this context, Yuasa Yasuo argues that Eastern philosophical tradition has formulat-
ed the idea of mind-body unity and their connection. The author states that Descartes in his writings foregrounded
the Western approach to the relationships between mind and body. He localized the philosophical problem into the
ontological realm. The shift in the body philosophy was made by the phenomenologists. Edmund Husserl distin-
guished two understandings of the body in the German language: «the physical body» (Kérper) and the «lived body»
(Leib). Heidegger developed Husserl's ideas and emphasized the importance of the body to our understanding of
the world. For him the body is not a self-contained thing, it stretches beyond the corporeal, engages with others and
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experiences the reality. It is perceptually directed toward the world. The French phenomenologist Maurice Mer-
leau-Ponty expresses similar ideas. In his «Phenomenology of Perception» (1945) he outlines the body across the
experience of one’s own body, lived space, sexuality, and language. Our corporeality opens for us a shared social
world and the body's experience is never isolated from the world.

A new shift in understanding the body was made by Michael Foucault. Among other concepts, he introduced
biopower and biopolitics. The latter takes the administration of life and populations as its politics. If in the previous
centuries, Foucault states, the sovereign'’s power was only a power to ‘take life or let live’, the biopower is consti-
tuted as a power to foster life or disallow it to the point of death. The biopower was an indispensable element of the
development of capitalism. Biopolitics signifies a crucial historical transformation from a politics of sovereignty to
the politics of society. It is notewortht that according to Foucault biopower embraces other technologies of power:
repressive and disciplinary.

At the end of the 20" century due to different movements and changes in the humanities we witness the increasing
interest in medicalized, racial, and traumatized bodies. Thus, as a result of the Disability movement disability has won
attention in different discourses. On the other hand, in the 1980s Bryan Turner introduced the term «somatic society». The
emergence of consumer society caused the dominance of idealized young, fit, healthy bodies.

The last concept in the body discourse that is considered in the article is biomediated body. It exposes how biomedia,
digital culture, and new media expand the informational capacity of bodily matters.
