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TO BREAKTHE SEAMS OF OBEDIENCE: CLOTHING AND FREEDOM
IN MARGARET ATWOOD’S THE HANDMAID’S TALE

Abstract. The article analyzes the symbolic function of clothing in Margaret Atwood'’s novel The Handmaid's Tale (1985) as
an instrument of discipline and a means of manifesting resistance. The author’s description of the sartorial hierarchy established
in a totalitarian society, which suppresses the individual while remaining a space for subversion, is examined. Particular attention
is paid to the relationship between corporeality, color differentiation, and forms of rebellion that manifest themselves in the ways
of wearing and reinterpreting the «uniform» of the handmaids. The study draws on intersectional feminism and performativity
theory, demonstrating how micro-resistance through clothing becomes part of the discourse of the struggle for identity and
freedom.
